BADGES FOR EXHIBIT PERSONNEL:  Badges will be provided for on‐site exhibit 

personnel and will be placed on the table of your designated exhibit space. Please register all conference attendees at www.ocmediationconference.org.  In the comment section, please indicate which Exhibitor you are with. The registration will be complete when you reach the 2012 Billing Page.  

EXHIBIT TABLE SPACE:  The Conference committee will provide  one table draped and two chairs.  A table tent will be provided to identify space assignment. Exhibits must be contained within the space of the table.  Exhibit space is assigned in the order date of payment.  
INSTALLATION AND REMOVAL OF EXHIBITS:  

Conference doors will open up at 8:30 am.  Set up may begin at 7:15 am on conference day and must be completed by 8:00 am. Break-down of the exhibit may begin no earlier than 4:15 PM and must be completed by 5:30 pm on conference day. Exhibitors shall be responsible for the delivery, setup and removal of display material to and from the exhibit table area.  Exhibitors will not be permitted to store empty packing boxes or crates in booths during the exhibit. 

USE OF SPACE
The exhibitor's display and marketing activities must be completely contained within the

specified boundaries of the table space. Marketing activities of any kind, including display of products, advertising signs, literature or novelties, are not permitted in any other area. No exhibitor may assign, sublet, or share the exhibit space, or distribute literature for products or services not manufactured, published or distributed by the exhibitor without the expressed written consent of OCMCC. Non-exhibiting firms, organizations or individuals may not solicit in the exhibit hall. OCMCC reserves the right to reject or restrict any exhibit in which they find inappropriate; reject or restrict the products or services of an exhibitor whose goals are inconsistent with those of the OCMC; cancel the contract of any exhibitor in the event of a violation of exhibit regulations; control the aisles in the exhibit area; and assign, or reassign, the table location. OCMC, its officers, directors, agents and members shall not be liable for any loss or damage resulting from any such rejection or disapproval.
PROMOTIONAL MATERIAL DISTRIBUTION:  Advertising and promotion materials may 

be distributed from the exhibit table only.  No material may be placed on seats, attached to walls, ceilings, or woodwork in the conference facility, left in public places or breakout rooms for distribution, unless otherwise agreed upon or indicated.    

PROTECTION OF FACILITY PROPERTY:  Exhibitors will be held responsible for any 

damage done to the building by them or their employees. The use of tape nails screw, staples or mastic on any wall surface, woodwork, floor or window facility is prohibited.  
SECURITY:  On‐site staff of exhibit table is optional.  Exhibit space is open to public and will not be secured or monitored by the Conference Committee. It is the exhibitor’s responsibility to pack and remove all items at value prior to leaving the exhibit table unattended.

UNCLAIMED SPACE
Any space unclaimed by 8:00 am on Friday March 16, 2012 may be reassigned without refund of rental paid. The exhibitor waives notice of such reassignment. An exhibitor that fails to occupy the exhibit space agrees to reimburse OCMC for any other losses arising from such failure. OCMC will not be liable to the exhibitor for any incurred expenses.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS required by the conference facility may apply. 
Location of Exhibits:
The 20th Annual Orange County Mediation Conference will be held at the Orange County Sheriff Regional Training Academy Tustin, CA. 
Eligible Exhibits:
Orange County Mediation Conference Committee has the sole right to determine the eligibility of any company or product for inclusion in the 20th Annual Orange County Mediation Conference .  
Contract for Space:

Acceptance of this Application and assignment of space shall constitute a contract with Orange County Mediation Conference. In the event of fire, strike or other uncontrollable circumstance rendering the exhibit areas unfit or unavailable or causing the exhibit to be cancelled 10 days or more prior to opening day, the contract will not be binding and payment will be refunded. If cancellation by Orange County Mediation Conference occurs within 10 days of the opening, 50% of exhibit and sponsor fees will be refunded.

Cancellation:
1. If written notice of the cancellation is received by Orange County Mediation Conference prior to February 20, 2012, the Exhibitor shall pay a cancellation fee equal to fifty percent (50%) of the cancelled exhibit space rental fee.

2. If written notice of cancellation for partial or full space is received by Orange County Mediation Conference on or after February 21, 2012, the Exhibitor shall pay a cancellation fee equal to the full one hundred percent (100%) cancelled exhibit space rental fee. This cancellation policy includes reduction in table space.

3. Whenever the cancellation fee payable exceeds the total of payments already made to Orange County Mediation Conference, the Exhibitor shall promptly pay to Orange County Mediation Conference the balance of such fee. Whenever the payments already made by Exhibitor to Orange County Mediation Conference exceed the cancellation fee payable, Orange County Mediation Conference shall promptly refund such excess to Exhibitor. Except to such excess, all payment made to Orange County Mediation Conference under this exhibit space Agreement shall be deemed fully earned and non-refundable when made in consideration for expenses incurred by Orange County Mediation Conference and Orange County Mediation Conference’s loss or deferred opportunity to provide exhibit space to other exhibitors.

4. If the Exhibitor does not make full payment when due under this contract, Orange County Mediation Conference reserves the right to terminate such contract.

5. Exhibit space must be paid in full prior to conference. If total cost of such table space is not paid in full by March 1, 2012, Orange County Mediation Conference has the right to cancel such space. This does not relieve the Exhibitor of the obligation to pay the cancellation fee in accordance with the above schedule.

6. If the Exhibitor is party to other contracts with Orange County Mediation Conference, including but not limited to contracts for exhibit space, advertising space or other promotional opportunities, and the Exhibitor fails to make payment when due under this contract, Orange County Mediation Conference may at its sole discretion and without prior notice to the Exhibitor, reapply any or all funds paid by the Exhibitor under this contract. Orange County Mediation Conference will then notify the Exhibitor of such application.

Setup / Dismantle:
Hours and dates for setup, tradeshow, and dismantle shall be those specified by Orange County Mediation Conference. Exhibitor shall be liable for storage and handling charges resulting from failure to remove exhibit material from the conference at conclusion of dismantling period as specified by Orange County Mediation Conference. Dismantling period, also referred to as teardown, is Friday, March 16, 2012 from 4:15 PM to 5:30 PM.  Any and all materials must be completely removed from the Conference by the above date and time.

Jurisdiction:
This Agreement shall be governed, construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of California. In the event that it shall be necessary for Orange County Mediation Conference to bring suit to enforce any of its rights hereunder, Orange County Mediation Conference shall be entitled to recover all costs of such suits including reasonable attorneys’ fees.

Limitation of Liability:
Exhibitor agrees to make no claim for any reason whatsoever against Orange County Mediation Conference for loss, damage or destruction of goods; nor for any injury to himself or herself or employees or attendees as a result of negligence on the part of Exhibitor while in the general exhibit area or conference area, nor for damage of any nature including damage to his business by reason of failure to provide space for his exhibit; nor for any action of service suppliers to Orange County Mediation Conference; nor for the failure to hold the exposition as scheduled.

Exhibitor Representatives:
Exhibitor representatives shall wear badge identification provided by Orange County Mediation Conference at all times.

Damage to Property:
Exhibitor is liable for any property damage caused to building floors, walls or columns, standard table equipment or other exhibitor’s property. Exhibitor may not apply paint, lacquer, adhesives or other coating to building columns, walls and floors.

Safety Devices:
Exhibitor agrees to accept full responsibility for compliance with national, state and city regulations in the provision and maintenance of adequate safety devices and conditions for the operation of machinery and equipment.

Floor Load:
Under no circumstances may the weight of any equipment or exhibit material exceed the hall’s maximum floor load. Exhibitor accepts full and sole responsibility for any injury or damage to property or persons resulting from failure, knowingly or otherwise, to distribute the load of his exhibit material to confirm with the maximum floor load specifications.

Sub-Leasing:
Exhibitor may not sublet his space, or any part of the space, nor offer for sale the allocated space without the knowledge and written consent of Orange County Mediation Conference show management. Exhibitors must show only goods and services manufactured or dealt by them in their regular course of business. No firm or organization not assigned exhibit space will be permitted to solicit business within the exhibit or conference area.

Default of Occupancy:
Any exhibitor failing to occupy contracted space is not relieved of the obligation of paying the full rental of such space. If not occupied by the time set for completion of installation of displays, such space may be possessed by Orange County Mediation Conference for such purposes as it may see fit. If table space is not occupied by 8:00 a.m. on the day of the Show, Orange County Mediation Conference will have the right to use and/or reassign such space.

Hosting Exhibit Space:
Exhibitor must have at least one representative to host their exhibit space during all specified show hours.
